PUTNAM PLANNING BOARD
JULY 11, 2007

The Putnam Planning Board met on July 11, 2007 at the Putnam Town Hall. The following
board members were present: Chairman Galen Seerup, Richard Beebe, Joseph Rota, Tim
Condit, Richard Malaney, & Edward Marra. Sye Cramer, Ernest Huntington, Alan & Judy
Forgette, Burt Windle, Maureen Herrmann,and James Barshinger were also present as guest.

Resolution #39 - Motion was made by Joe Rota to approve the June’s minutes as mailed.
Seconded by Edward Marra and passed unanimously.

Wayne Busby- Smith/Busby Subdivision consists of 22.5 acres. Wayne sold approx. 16 acres
to Gary Smith off Charter Brook Lane. Russ Kiggins approved the septic on both lots. Galen
explained that the APA permit does not coincide with the project Busby has proposed, and
that the purpose of a subdivision is to create buildable lots. Wayne insisted that he would not
be building on his lot. The board suggested that Wayne does a lot line adjustment to combine
his 2 lots. This would also make both lots adjacent to the road. Wayne was in agreement and
will send a new map with the lot lines moved to create a lot line adjustment and therefore no
subdivision is needed.

Resolution #40 - Motion was made by Tim Condit to approve Wayne Busby’s / Gary Smith’s
Lot Line Adjustment. Seconded by Edward Marra and passed unanimously.

James Barshinger - James submitted a proposal to construct a 2 bedroom home, approx. 1200
sq. ft., in the Sagamore Association. APA has determined the proposal non-jurisdictional. The
lot is on 3/4 of an acre. All neighbors have been notified.. He has submitted a stormwater plan
to the Lake George Association. Kiggins has approved his septic. James owes $25 for his
permit and he will mail the fee. He was instructed to mail us a copy of the Stormwater permit.

Resolution #41 - Motion was made by Richard Malaney to approve the Site Plan Review
application of James Barshinger. Seconded by Joseph Rota and passed unanimously.

Resolution #42 - Motion was made by Tim Condit that there is a negative declaration on
SEQR for the Barshinger proposal. Seconded by Edward Marra and passed unanimously.

Ernest Huntington - Ernest submitted to the board a proposal to construct a 2 story garage
24x24. He has a new driveway constructed to the top of his property, as previously proposed.
He submitted the $25 fee. He has contacted neighbors but there was an issue with the timing.
The board asked Ernest to wait and see if any of the neighbors had any objections prior to
beginning building.

Resolution #43 - Motion was made by Richard Malaney to approve the Site Plan Review
application of Emnest Huntington. Seconded by Richard Bebee and passed unanimously.

Resolution #44 - Motion was made by Richard Malaney that there is a negative declaration on
SEQR for the Huntington proposal. Seconded by Joseph Rota and passed unanimously.



Alan & Judy Forgette- Alan presented to the board a Site Plan Review Application to place a
doublewide on an existing concrete pad. There was a mobile home on this pad in the past. It
since has been removed. This is a 4 acre lot with it’s own driveway. The home will consist of 3
bedrooms and 2 baths. It is approx, 28x64. They have septic approval from Russ Kiggins. The
mobile home conforms to HUD code. All neighbors have been notified. $25 cash received for
the fee.

Resolution #45 - Motion was made by Richard Malaney to approve the Forgette’s proposal.
Seconded by Joseph Rota and passed unanimously.

Resolution #46 - Motion was made by Richard Malaney that there is a negative declaration on
SEQR for the Forgette’s proposal. Seconded by Edward Marra and passed unanimously.

Jeff Cook - Jeff approached the board regarding the Tom Baker property on the Black Point
Road. He asked several questions regarding subdividing the property. He is interested in
purchasing the property if the subdivisions can be made. The mountain side of the road has 12
acres and is classified as resource management. On the west side of the road there is 7 acres on
Lake George. He is interested in breaking this into 4 or 5 lots. One of the lots (approx. 175' of
lake frontage) he would like to have a shared dock for the other landowners to have access to.
Burt Windle expressed opposition to this, calling this funneling. The board explained the
procedure to Mr. Cook for subdivisions and the clerk will make sure Mr. Cook gets a copy of
the Putnam Subdivision Regulations.

Maureen Harrmann - Maureen presented a proposal to add an extension onto her existing
barn located on 241 Lake Road. The addition will be approx. 2200 sq. fi. to be used for
agricultural use. $25 fee collected.

Resolution #47 - Motion was made by Richard Malaney to approve Maureen Harmann’s site
plan proposal for agricultural use. Seconded by Edward Marra and passed unanimously.

Resolution #48 - Motion was made by Tim Condit that there is a negative declaration on
SEQR for the Harmann’s proposal.

Resolution #49 - Motion was made by Richard Bebee to adjourn this month’s meeting.
Seconded by Richard Malaney and passed unanimously.
